Tom was also a member of IAABO Board 34 Basketball Officials, 
Al Carino Boys Basketball Club, and the Independent Umpires 
Association. 
 
He was a former Treasurer and Councilman for the Borough of 
Bellmawr and an active member of St. Joachim Parish, 
Annunciation BVM Church for many years.
